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Five types of misusing on ‘Pattern identification and treatment” (2" part)

Abstract: Since the phrase “Pattern identification and treatment" raised, because of no accurate and unity on its
concept, it causes several misuses, which could mainly divide into 5 categories. The latter three categories are: Thirdly,
about the " Prescription corresponding to Pattern" which skip the pathogensis part, in fact is equal to " symptomatic treat—
ment" , result in Chinese Medicine theory retrogression; fourthly, " Prescription corresponding to Disease" of treatment
according to different types, or even a tendency on "Specific disease treat by special prescription or medicine" , it made
the diagnosis and treatment in CM become simplified, neglected the time state of disease; Fifthly, research on the nature
of Pattern, in fact the research object is not " pattern" , but is the " substance of CM pathogensis research" , since micro—

scopic research is not " Pattern identification" , " integration of macroscopic and microscopic Pattern identification" is im—

possible to realize conceptually.
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
